Board Director Information

The information below provides an outline for those interested in nominating as a Director for MSWA at the forthcoming elections to be held at the AGM on Wednesday, 18th March 2020

1. Under the Constitution of Masters Swimming WA, Directors retire every two years. 
1. Currently there are several vacancies for a Director, Masters Swimming WA. These positions are vacant following the resignation of the previous incumbents, elected in previous years. The successful candidates will be elected for a term of 24 months. 
1. Nominations can be made from 60 days before the Annual General Meeting and close 35 days before that meeting. 
1. Nominations should be made on the Nomination Form 2020. A copy of the form is attached.
1. There are eight (8) Board Meetings per year and four (4) Council of Clubs meetings including the AGM held each year that Directors are expected to attend.  The Calendar for 2020 can be found on the website under Events.
1. In the event of more than one nominee for a position, the Constitution provides for an election to be held.
1. There are two (2) mandatory positions up for election, being the President and National Delegate.  
1. There are three (3) general positions currently available.
1. Board Directors may be given a portfolio dependent on their background and experience.
1. An induction is arranged for each new Director
1. All Directors must sign a Code of Conduct and Conflict of Interest Declaration
