* As distinct from Coach of the Year Award, Official of the Year Award, Perc Edwards Volunteer of the Year Award, 2022 Year service awards and swimming awards.

Submissions need to be well documented and relate to the criteria. Please send any relevant supporting documentation.  Clubs may only nominate one candidate.  Only achievements for the period of 1 January to 31 December 2022 will be considered as part of the application.  

Selection Process

The State Board of Management will review the nominations and select a winner. Any person who is a nominee cannot participate in the selection process.
